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GENTLEMEN, HATS OFF!

‘Pestilence is in fact very common, but we find it hard to believe
in a pestilence when it descends upon us. There had been as many
plagues in the world as there had been wars, yet plagues and wars
always find people equally unprepared!

We read these and the rest of the thoughts, featured in The Plague,
written in 1947 by the French existentialist philosopher and writer
Albert Camus, as if they have become the chronicle of the current
events that the horrified and worried world has been witnessing
since December. The characters, situations, local government ac-
tions, human lives, forced separation upon closing the city gate and
the global reaction, described in the novel, which has earned a No-
bel prize in 1957, as if tells the story of the city of Wuhan and several
dozens of the other cities that were closed in China.

In the presence of the modern-day plague - coronavirus, named
Covid-19 - there is a prototype of the main character from the novel
as well - Li Wenliang, a doctor from Wuhan.

Upon noticing reoccurring cases, which looked similar to the out-
break of Sars virus, which caused a massive epidemic in 2003, the
thirty-four-year-old ophthalmologist set off the alarm. On 30 De-
cember, he sent a message to his colleagues, warning about a pos-
sible threat and urging them to wear protective clothing in order to
prevent the spread of the disease. Instead of listening and analysing
the information to take decisive action, doctor Li had been silenced
by the police as someone spreading lies and disrupting the public
order."We hope that you will be able to calm down and rethink your
behaviour!said the police warning to Li Wenliang that he was forced
to sign, complying with the order to stop spreading rumours about
the virus. Following a public outrage, the doctor received an apol-
ogy and soon enough China declared extreme situation due to the
outbreak of the virus only to be left to fight alone for ten whole days,
since the World Health Organisation did not believe it was necessary
to raise global alarm, watching the situation and offering words of
encouragement to China, praising its decisive action of closing cit-
ies and applying quarantine measures. It was only 30 January, when
WHO decided to declare the epidemic ‘a public health emergency
of international importance’ and, in the middle of February, WHO
Director General Tedros Adhanom Ghebreysus declared that the
spreading of the disease poses a‘very grave threat for the rest of the
world;

On 30 January, doctor Li was diagnosed with coronavirus and soon
he was silenced forever. However, after his death his voice became
even stronger. It was taken over by the society, demanding for free-
dom of speech, as well as the human right to know, to be informed
and to be informed on time. Perhaps it gave courage to the nearly
two thousand of his infected colleagues, who were not appropriate-
ly protected at the beginning of the outbreak.

‘A safer public health environment...requires tens of millions of Li
Wenliang! share social media users, admiring the young doctor’s
courage of not being indifferent.

On the same days, when doctor Li and more than 14,000 others
were diagnosed with coronavirus, when people mourned for more
than 300 of the dead and when the WHO declared the outbreak as
a public health emergency of international importance, UNESCO'’s
world heritage site Hegra in Al-Ulg, a city in the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia, which gathered people, representing different religions and
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cultures to discuss and exchange ideas for thousands of years, host-
ed a conference of Nobel prize winners, famous world leaders and
scientists to discuss the future of education, health, agriculture and
economy.

During this conference, the founder of Human Genome Sciences
and Nobel prize winner, American scientist Dr William Haseltine de-
clared that the world should have been better prepared for the coro-
navirus and must be better prepared for similar challenges overall.

‘People should have learnt their lessons from Sars and Mers, but
were seemingly caught unprepared following the outbreak of the
virus, which originated in Wuhan, China, but has since swept across
the globe.

In the past 20 years, the US has spent $50 billion dollars in prepara-
tion for a bio-terrorist attack. But the coronavirus isn’t on that list,
because we don't consider nature to be our enemy, but nature is our
enemy in this case. | have a very specific request to the US govern-
ment, which is to include the Coronavirus into the list of organisms
for which we have bio-preparation. It's not in there. It should be! said
the scientist, emphasizing the fact that the US Government is capa-
ble of immediate action if it wants to and this is what was necessary
in this case.

America and some of the other countries rushed to bring their citi-
zens back from the source of the epidemic, and many countries have
immediately shut their door to Chinese citizens.

Quarantine, travel and communication restrictions are necessary,
when facing an epidemic. What is worse is the outbreaks of fury and
hatred in people’s hearts. In some European cities Chinese people
became a target of abuse and demonstrative alienation. The pub-
lic space spluttered with abusive and violent-provoking comments.
Even some of the newspapers took the liberty of using racist head-
lines, such as‘The Yellow Alert..

People responded with ‘I'm Not a Virus'movement on social media.

While the real Covid-19 virus continues to mow lives. At the time
of me writing these lines, the world has already lost 2,466 lives and
more than 78,880 of the infected continue to live in dire suspense, as
there is no cure for this virus yet. Scientific forces are already working
on the antidote, but it may take time and, according to Dr William
Haseltine, it remains unclear what course will this virus take next,
being completely ignorant of borders, nationalities, religions and
social status.

Despite all efforts, more than 500 million Chinese citizens, who be-
came hostages of the virus, don’t give up, even if they are in shortage
of protection measures, medicine, hospital beds and staff, and even
food supplies. Let’s support these human beings, stoically fighting
for their lives, let’s help them get through the mental and physical
horror, which could fall on any of us.

In the words of the character from Camu'’s novel, ‘Gentlemen, Hats
offr

Let’s take our hats off for the heroic dedication and sacrifice of the
Chinese medics and for the human endurance, which keeps the vi-
rus contained, preventing it from coming to our homes, at least for
now.

And let’s wish them health from the bottom of our hearts.

DUBAI’'S HEART BEATS IN THE RHYTHM
OF THE WORLD EXPO

On 31 January, Dubai marked the opening of Al Wasl
Plaza - the main building of the world EXPO 2020.

Upon opening the structure, which represents the
4000-year-old ring, unearthed by archaeologists in the
desert sand, the JAE Sheikhs Mohammed bin Rashid
and Mohammed bin Zayed referred to it as the 'beating
heart of Dubai‘, which will gather representatives from
192 countries for a half a year of communication.
Lithuania is one of these countries and its participation
at the World Expo events is organised by the Ministry of
Environment. The construction of the Lithuanian pavilion
has already commenced.

We have discussed the preparations for the event under
the theme ‘Connecting Minds, Creating the Future’ with
Romas JANKAUSKAS, Commissioner General of the
Lithuanian pavilion at the World EXPO 2020.

‘Mr Jankauskas, there’s only eight months left until the opening
of the exhibition. You have recently visited Dubai. What are your
latestimpressions? What is the current look of the Expo site? What
changes have you noticed since 20 October last year, when UAE
hosted the grand and glamorous ‘One Year to Go’ celebration?’

‘The number of cranes, bulldozers, workers and construction
debris on the site has increased. But the fair's landscape keeps
growing: some pavilions are already engaged in roofing works (e.g.
Finland), our Expo neighbours - Slovenia and Sweden - are laying
foundations (as we do too), yet the objects, built by the organisers of
the event, like the already-mentioned Al Wasl Plaza or the thematic
pavilions and the Expo village, are the closest to completion.’

EXPO 2020

‘You have participated at the meeting of the Steering Committee,
where you have been elected for the fourth time, while during the
previous Expo event in 2017, you had even led it. What are the cur-
rent issues of the world Expo organisers? Will the extreme situ-
ation due to the threat of the coronavirus, declared by the World
Health Organisation, have an impact on this event?’

‘This time the Committee that you have mentioned is currently
chair by my colleague from Switzerland. It consists of representa-
tives of approximately thirty states. Aside from the already-men-
tioned Switzerland, other European members of the Committee
include representatives from Czech Republic, Finland, France,
Italy, the Netherlands, Serbia and the United Kingdom. The major-
ity of the issues repeat in all of these events, including logistics,
queues at the pavilions, commercial activity, welcoming the VIPs,
the conditions of working and living on the site (the Expo village],
financial support for the participants in need, etc. However, some
issues are very specific to this particular event. One of them in-
cludes the safety of the participants in this rather sensitive region,
particularly keeping in mind the January events in Iraq and Iran.
Sheikh Nahayan bin Mabarak Al Nahayan, Minister of State for
Tolerance of the United Arab Emirates and Commissioner General
of the EXPO 2020, ensured that Dubai is absolutely safe and there
will be no military or political threats to the event. The same has
been very clearly established by other organisers of the fair during
informal conversations too. Natural disasters, such as the coro-
navirus outbreak, currently shaking the world, is a different story.
For example, this meeting could not be attended by the Commis-
sioner of the Chinese pavilion due to cancelled flights, while coun-
tries that are using equipment or materials from Chinese suppliers
are already experiencing delays too. The organisers of the event
are taking all the necessary precautions, but there is no guarantee
regarding possible outcome to this day. Worst case scenario - it
will reduce the number of the visitors or even participants, but this
event used to encounter various obstacles before as well (e.g. the
volcano eruption in Iceland caused a number of problems in pre-
paring for the World Expo in Shanghai in 2010). What we can do is
be prepared and wish for the best.’

‘The celebration of one year to go to EXPO 2020 also marked the
official ground-breaking ceremony of the constructions on the Lit-
huanian Expo site. What has already been done there since then?”

‘There is still much to be done on the site. As | have already men-
tioned, just like the neighbouring Slovenian or Swedish pavilions,
we're just laying the foundation, but intensive works are already
taking place elsewhere too, such as the production of the metal con-
structions, assembling the construction materials and equipment.
The Lithuanian company Jurés Medis has already started working
on the wooden part of the pavilion, while Solitek in Vilnius - on the
solar batteries. The Lithuanian furniture company Narbutas has al-
ready begun manufacturing the furniture needed for the pavilion.
By the way, another Lithuanian furniture company - Dominari - has
been struck by success too: the organisers of the event informed us
that this company has won the tender of supplying furniture for the
Expo village.

Aside from the building, we are also taking care of the ‘soft” part
of the participation as well: we have already announced tenders for
the concept of the main exposition hall, the operator of the cafeteria
and the souvenir shop, and the guides of the pavilion. We are also
working on the cultural and official event programme.’

‘Last year marked the opening of the Embassy of the Republic
of Lithuania in the UAE. Among other goals, it has also been ap-
pointed with the task of taking an active part in Lithuania’s prepa-
rations for EXPO 2020. How has it been going with the newly-es-
tablished embassy?’

‘The fact that the participation at the world EXPO 2020 in Dubai,
United Arab Emirates, coincided with the establishment of the Lit-
huanian Embassy in this country is very pleasant and significant.
The Embassy has already finished settling in a cosy building in Abu
Dhabi, approximately 130 kilometres from the Expo site. Edminas
Bagdonas, Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary, invited
representatives of the Lithuanian community in the UAE for the first
glass of wine already on the eve of 16 February - the Restoration of
Lithuania’s statehood, while the 30th anniversary of the Restoration
of Lithuania’s Independence on the eve of 11 March is expected to be
attended by our Minister of Foreign Affairs. This will mark the end
of all the issues, related to the Embassy’s opening, and the start the
daily operations. Although the Embassy is befittingly established in
the country’s capital, it seems that for the half a year of the Expo, all
roads will be taking to Dubai, which will become as if the second capi-
tal of the UAE. Together with the Ambassador we are already discuss-
ing the celebration of the National Day at the World Expo in Dubai,
which is planned for 11 March 2021, also prospective governmental
and business meetings, as well as cultural and scientific events.’

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Highlights of the Last Decade in UAE

The third decade of the third millennium begins with an impressive event -

World EXPO 2020, which will open in Dubai on 20 October 2020.

The organisers of the event and the Sheikh of the Emirate of Dubai promise that

‘Dubai will dazzle the world’. Seeing the fantastic modern and sustainable buildings of
the EXPO 2020 site, rising not far from Dubai International Airport, leaves no doubt.
Looking at the near future and what has been achieved in the United Arab Emirates
during the second decade of this millennium, it becomes obvious that Dubai, a small
settlement of fishermen and pearl catchers only a bit more than fifty years ago, already
dazzles the world.

2010

The population of UAE was 8.3 million.

4 January marked the opening of Burj Khalifa, the highest 829.8 m building in the world, which became Dubai's
symbol and can be visible from as far as 95 kilometres.

27 June marked the opening of Dubai World Central - Al Maktoum - the largest international airport in the
world, which has 6 runways and covers the area of 140 sq. km. It can service 120 million passengers and accept
12-14 million tonnes of cargo per year.

On 25 November, Abu Dhabi, the capital of UAE, opened the 842 metre-long, 64-metre-high Sheikh Zayed
Bridge, designed by the architect Zaha Hadid and featuring a four-lane highway.

2011

16 May marked the opening of Rak Maritime City, not far from the Strait of Hormuz. Ras Al Khaimah is a mari-
time city and port, established as a free economic zone in a strategically attractive location.

On 27 June, AL Ain Oasism, where the first people settled 4 thousand years ago, became the first UNESCO world
heritage object in the United Arab Emirates. Al Ain, which refers to a spring of water, is the second largest city in
the Emirate of Abu Dhabi and the fourth in the UAE.

21 December marked the opening of the Capital Gate Tower, also known as the Leaning Tower of Abu Dhabi.
It was included into Guinness World Records for being the farthest leaning building in the world. Thanks to the
special engineering solutions, this 35-storey building is leaning 18° (the natural leaning of the Tower of Pisa, built
in 1173, is 4°, while the belfry of Suurhusen village in Germany is 5.1939°).

2012

15 July marked the launching of the 360-kilometre-long Habshan-Fujairah oil pipeline, also known as Abu
Dhabi Crude Oil Pipeline, starting in Habshan and running to Fujairah, evading the Strait of Hormuz.

12 September marked the opening of the Princess Tower in the marina of Dubai. The 101-storey hotel, which
costed 210 million dollars, was the tallest residential building in the world until 2015.

2013

0n 17 March, the Emirate of Abu Dhabi, not far from Madinat Zayed, opened the largest solar energy power plant
in the region.

On 27 November, Dubai won the tender to organise the World EXPO 2020. World EXPO commission picked
Dubai’s offer, theme and ideas from 5 candidates, which included Thailand (Ayutthaya), Brazil (Sao Paulo), Turkey
(Izmir), Russia (Yekaterinburg) and UAE (Dubai). Thailand has been dismissed, Brazil dropped out first, followed
by Turkey. Dubai won the third round 116:47 against Russia.

2014

Sharjah was named as the Capital of Islamic Culture of the Arab world. The title of the city and the emirate
originates from the Arab word, which means ‘east’. Historically, this was one of the richest cities in the region and
the most important port in the entire Persian Gulf until the early 19th c.

In July, UAE announced about their plans to send an unmanned probe to Mars.

11 November marked the opening of the 14.5 km Dubai tramway line, stretching along the road of Al Sufouh
from the marina of Dubai to PalmJumeirah and Al Sufouh.

2015

On 9 March, Solar Impulse 2, the long-distance solar-powered aircraft, built in Switzerland and piloted by a
single pilot, took off from Abu Dhabi Al Bateen airport for the first flight around the world. The first aircraft of this
project - Solar Impulse 1 - was successfully tested in Switzerland on 3 December 2009.

0n 28 August, UAE celebrated the first Women's Day. The Emirates are hoping to become one of the Top 25 states
that are best at tackling gender equality issues in the world until 2021.
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2016

On 26 July, Solar Impulse 2 landed in Abu Dhabi Al Bateen airport, successfully completing its mission and
becoming the first aircraft to fly around the world, covering more than 40,000 km fully solar-powered and without
using a single drop of fossil fuels.

31 August marked the opening of Dubai Opera. This was a special event in the cultural life of Dubai and the en-
tire UAE. Dubai Opera is a multifunctional centre of arts, including theatre, opera, ballet, conferences, exhibitions
and other events. On 20 October 2019, Dubai Opera, located not far from Burj Khalifa, hosted the fantastic One
Year to Go event, dedicated for the one-year countdown until EXPO 2020.

9 November marked the opening of Dubai Water Canal. That is a 3.2-kilometre-long artificial canal, ranging
from 80 to 120 m width. It starts in the Business Bay and takes to the Persian Gulf through Sheikh Zayed road - the
major artery of Dubai - Safa Park and Jumeirah residential district.

2016 was announced as the year of reading in order to raise a new generation of book lovers and strengthen the
country’s positions as the centre of culture, science, art and knowledge.

2017

UAE President Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed announced the year of 2017 as the Year of Giving, promoting the culture
of giving to the community, and the spirit of volunteering, sympathy and loyalty to one’s country.

On 14 February, during the 5th World Summit, which took place in Dubai, Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al
Maktoum, UAE Vice-President and Prime Minister of Dubai, together with the Crown Sheikh Mohamed bin Zayed
Al Nahyan, Deputy Supreme Commander of the United Arab Emirates Armed Forces, launched Mars 2117 Project.
The visionary project aims at building the first city in Mars by 2117.

‘The landing of people on other planets has been a long-time dream for humans. Our aim is that the UAE will
spearhead international efforts to make this dream a reality,” stated Al Maktoum in his presentation.

11 November marked the opening of Louvre - a museum of art and civilisation - in Abu Dhabi. The first Louvre
beyond France is the result of mutual agreement between the governments of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi and
France regarding 30 years of partnership. The museum project, developed by the French architect and Pritzker
Architecture Prize winner Jean Nouvel, reminds of the Arab medina.

2018

On 1 January, Dubai opened the tallest 150 m picture frame in the world. Dubai Frame is a building at the bottom
of which there is a museum, telling a vivid story of Dubai’s journey from a small village to a metropolis and also an
interactive exhibition of visions of Dubai 50 years in the future. At the top there is a 93 m glass observation path,
rising above the city of skyscrapers, while the elevators carry visitors up and down the verticals.

The shiny Dubai Frame is not only impressive, but also intriguing due to the large-scale architectural scandal.
In 2008, the project of Dubai Frame, created by the world-known Dutch architect Fernando Donis, was selected
from 926 proposals by an important international commission. But the author did not get to implement his idea.
According to some sources, the architect refused to sign the agreement that he was offered, which limited his par-
ticipation in building the largest picture frame on the planet and demanded him to give up his intellectual property
rights. The construction of a changed design took place without the architect. ‘They took my project, changed the
design and built it without me." he told The Guardian, marking the opening of the building.

On 29 October, Japan’'s Tanegashima Space Centre successfully launched UAE’s Earth observation satellite
KhalifaSat. At the beginning of the project, the satellite was developed by South Korea and later the work was
completed by a young team of engineers from Mohammed bin Rashid Space Centre (MBRSC).

The developers of KhalifaSat claim that this satellite, equipped with the latest space technology, is a powerful
imaging tool and easier to manoeuvre than its predecessors - DubaiSat-1, launched in Kazakhstan in 2009, and
DubaiSat-2, launched in Russia in 2013.

2019

The population of UAE was 9.8 million.

Sharjah has been named World Book Capital City of 2019. United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO), together with the International Publishers Association (IPA] and the International Fed-
eration of Library Associations and Institutions (IFLA), announced Sharjah as the world's capital of books of 2019.
UNESCO’s World Book Capital programme, the goal of which is to promote publishing on local and global scale,
has been launched in 1996. The aim of this initiative is to promote peace and cultural dialogue through education,
communication and sharing information.

3 February marked the historical visit of the Pope Francis to the United Arab Emirates. This is the Pontiff's
first visit to the Arabian Peninsula - the cradle of Islam. The Holy Father was welcomed by the Heir to the Throne
Sheikh Mohammed bin Zayed Al Nahyan, Catholic representatives, also Sheikh Ahamed Al Tayyib, Grand Imam
of Al-Azhar Islamic University in Cairo. Holding the Holy Mass at Abu Dhabi Stadium, the Holy Father highlighted
two blessings: the blessing for the gentle and the blessing for the peacekeepers, thus encouraging the people to
stay gentle in conflict situations and seek for peace at all times. During the visit, the Pope and the Grand Imam of
Al-Azhar signed a declaration promoting human fraternity.

During the Pope’s visit Sheikh Mohamed bin Zayd also announced about the construction of the Abrahamic Fam-
ily House - a complex for religious communities, which will host a church, a mosque and a synagogue.

On 25 September, the astronaut Hazza Al Mansouri became the first man from the United Arab Emirates to go
on a mission to space. He was launched on Soyuz-MS 15 shuttle from Baikonur Cosmodrome in Kazakhstan for
an eight-day space mission and successfully returned home.

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Fighting Climate Change and Water Issues
in Lithuania: No Apocalypse Upon Us

Water issues

This company is not a scientific institute or a research centre - it is an ordi-
nary organisation, selling ‘green products’ — solar batteries, boilers, insulated
doors, window glass panels, etc. Undoubtedly, there should be something more
to indicate the qualification of individual persons or institutions than merely
academic diplomas or famous academic names. They can hardly make an im-
pression these days - some people build interplanetary shuttles and satellites
in a garage.

According to GreenMatch researchers, the greatest impact of the climate
change in Europe can be felt in the Baltic States and Finland with Lithuania tak-
ing the lead. This did not go unnoticed by the local media, which immediately
started trumpeting about Lithuania suffering the greatest impact of the climate
change. Unfortunately, a closer look to the study, conducted by this company,
revealed a lot of discrepancies, which are discussed in this article.

By the way, this useless artificial panic regarding the impact of the climate
change continues not only in Lithuania, but also other countries. And it in-
volves situations that are absolutely not funny. UK’s climate change activists are
blocking the development of Heathrow Airport - the constructions of the third
runway, claiming that this violates the rights of children and the future gen-
erations, which will feel the impact of the future climate change. These actions
follow the wishes of the well-known environmental activist, schoolgirl Greta
Thunberg from Sweden. All kinds of new waves create an excellent opportunity
for someone to make some good money. Even scientists are interested in being
hired to conduct some study.

We will not address the obvious issue of the global warming in this article.
According to Professor Artinas Bukantis and other hydrometeorological sci-
entists, the annual air temperature in Vilnius keeps increasing since 1778, most
intensively - since the 1990s. There are no more cold winters, no more perma-
nent snow cover and thus - no big spring floods. We will also not discuss CO2
and other greenhouse gas emissions, which have truly reached an alarming
level in the last three decades. This time, we will leave global issues aside. In this
article we will discuss only the water issues - rainfall, water levels, floods and
droughts - in Lithuania and the neighbouring countries.

The cattle effect - panic regarding climate change and its outcome — manifests
in various ways. In summer 2019, various ‘writers attempted to claim that the
purely technical drinking water supply problems in Kaunas, actually resulting
from water supply maintenance works, was a result of the climate change. All
kinds of articles are full of apocalyptic forecasts. The same standard quotes and
threats, which involve rather big money, echo from the highest European politi-
cians to ordinary members of the European or the local parliament.

It is not the climate change that we should fight against, but pollution. And,
first of all, the air pollution that is so hard to control. We should avoid any un-
necessary combustion processes, including biomass fuels, which are actively
promoted as a ‘green’ solution, and polluting transport. The well-known princi-
ple ‘think globally, act locally” applies here very well.
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Last summer the media preached about climate change in Lithuania, citing unconfirmed
and misinterpreted phenomena, related to the waters. The media had obviously used
the data from the impact of climate change study, conducted by UK’s GreenMatch
‘green’ energy consulting company in 32 European countries.

GreenMatch: Lithuania as the Baltic Tiger
according to the climate change index

According to the GreenMatch report, the Lithuanian climate change index
is 75 (out of one hundred). Estonia and Latvia fell behind by 3 points. Poland,
Germany and Sweden received from 56 to 58 points. The Netherlands - 62,
while the climate change in the north - Iceland and Norway - is nearly twice
less noticeable than in Lithuania, evaluated with 36 and 41 points respectively.

Rainfall levels increase,
but water level in the rivers decreases

According to the GreenMatch report, the rainfall level in Lithuania from 1960
t0 2015 increased by 20 mm per decade. Thus, according to calculations (simple
multiplication), in 5.5 decades it must have reached 110 mm, thus increasing
the average annual rainfall level from 680 to 790 mm. Which must have had an
impact on the river runoff - at least a quarter of this amount must have turned
into runoff or increase the water level in the said rivers or at least not reduce it.

Unfortunately, this did not happen and the water content in the riv-
ers decreased. According to the research, conducted by Professor Juraté
Kriau¢iainiené, Head of the Laboratory of Hydrology at the Lithuanian Energy
Institute (LEI), and her employees, the decrease in the average annual runoff of
Nemunas river (the river basin covers about 2/3 of the country’s territory) has
been particularly significant in the last 35 years. This tendency should continue
in the future: the expected decrease in the runoff until 2035 is on average 6.5 %
and in the period of 2081-2100 - up to 16.3 %. A similar and even greater de-
crease in the runoff is expected in Lithuanias smaller rivers. Thus, according to
hydrologists, Lithuanian territory should gradually dry out.

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We should note that the set 6.5 % is also not the final number and it can be
subject to fluctuations. The accuracy of the river debit measurements, a small
number of the water measurement stations and other factors (e.g. ponds, re-
stored marshes, expanding forests and urbanisation) prevent from pinpointing
a precise impact of the climate change on the runoff.

The level of the Baltic Sea increases in Lithuania,
but decreases on the other side of the sea!

According to the GreenMatch study, the sea level in Lithuania in 1970-2015
increased by 4.46 mm per year. That is a record-breaking number. Another
simple calculation shows that in those 45 years the level of the Baltic Sea must
have risen by more than 20 cm. Hydrologists from Klaipéda University (Profes-
sor Inga Dailidiené) indicate a similar number. This rise must have resulted in
decreasing beach area and minimal overflows in the rainwater collection sys-
tems in Klaipéda.

However, according to the hydrological data, submitted by Juozas Simkus,
Head of the Hydrology Division at the Lithuanian Hydrometeorological Ser-
vice, in 2019, the water level in the Curonian Lagoon, which connects to the
Baltic Sea, has been among the lowest since 1971. Meanwhile, the situation in
Finland and Sweden was the opposite - the level of the Baltic Sea decreased by
4.23 mm and 1.7 mm per year (a total of 19 cm and 8 cm in the entire period).
While climatologists keep talking about melting glaciers, rising water level in
the ocean and the seas, thus forecasting the loss of coastal territories.

Yet the comparison of these numbers looks very strange — both shores are
washed by the very same Baltic Sea and its surface should be horizontal. The sea
is like a big bowl of soup and the water levels should be distributed evenly. But,
according to the above-mentioned data, the water level differences between
Klaipéda and Helsinki would be nearly 40 cm. The same water level differ-
ence between Helsinki and the nearby Tallinn is an even greater mystery. Sim-
ply speaking, not only the data does not match, but the impact of the climate
change on the waters of the Baltic Sea remains unclear as well.

Natural disasters - droughts and floods

GreenMatch researchers have made an assessment of the natural disasters
(droughts, floods and heavy rainfall) in Europe in 1960-2019. The data was
collected from the European Environment Agency, the World Meteorological
Organisation (WMO) and individual countries.

What is good, is that, upon making this assessment, GreenMatch does not
relate these events to the climate change, which is atypical of the modern-day
official ‘green’ opinion. The media rarely spends a day without threatening with
storms, heavy rainfall, frost, heat waves or floods. Not so long ago, stories about
sinking Netherlands went as far as making claims about the sea level rising
to as high as one metre, which means that nearly ten million of the citizens
should leave their country. While the climate change index of the Netherlands
is much smaller than that of Lithuania. Thank God this apocalypse won't get
to us soon - only in 80 years. However, the money to evade it should be put
forward now and appropriate European funds are already being established.
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The said company also forecasts three extreme draughts in the next 60 years in
Lithuania, which is located in the zone of excess humidity (thankfully, the ter-
ritory has been intensively drained). Poland, where the climate is much warmer
than in Lithuania, should suffer only one, Latvia - none, while the number of
expected draughts in southern countries, such as Portugal and Spain, is similar
to Lithuania - three and four respectively. Here, yet again, we have to question
the assessment methods.

Draughts are clearly defined in qualitative indices, no matter if they happen
in Lithuania or Portugal. In simple terms, an extreme draught refers to losing
crops, the death of farm and wild animals, the drying of surface water ponds
and being unable to reach underground water. In summer 2019, Lithuania
experienced a hydrological draught, so this data will also get to the said or-
ganisation, bringing us to the lead of the above-mentioned southern countries
according to the number of draughts. But the potato crop was truly plenty last
summer in Lithuania. So, where is the logic? We cannot blame the meteorolo-
gists — after all, decisions are made by politicians.

In the said period Lithuania allegedly experienced 2 extreme floods, while
Latvia — none. Poland, Spain and Portugal - from 14 to 30 floods. Interestingly,
there is no information about floods in the Netherlands - they must be already
used to them, adding them to their daily routine. And, yet again, it remains
unclear, what is the definition of an extreme flood, used for the said assessment.

EU Floods Directive clearly defines high probability (once in 10 years), me-
dium probability (once in 100 years) and low probability (once in 1000 years)
floods. To illustrate the scale - the last flood, similar to the famous flood in Ven-
ice (Italy), which took place in 2019, took place 50 years ago. Its level exceeded
the first level, but was quite far from the second (100-year).

In truth, the second-level floods used to take place in Nemunas nearly every
30 years from 1812t01960. While the period since then until now is completely
calm, with no major floods. One of the last major floods happened in spring
1979 (a 20-year, according to frequency). That spring the flood covered low
territories in Raudondvaris. Kaunas HPP could not help in any way. Yet the
national media keeps reminding of ‘threatening floods’ every spring, as soon as
the water level along the lagoon, usually in Rusné, rises to its usual 40 cm above
the road. As soon as the overhead road is built, these messages about floods
will be forgotten.

I should mention the flood of Neris in 2010. It caused a lot of damage to
Radikiai and other settlements and gardens above Kleboniskis in Kaunas dis-
trict. Yet it was far from extreme and was not an outcome of the climate change.
It was only medium according to its level and did not match the ones, specified
in the said Floods Directive. Ice jams also caused problems in other rivers that
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year. The modern generation has simply forgotten about the threats of flood,
bringing their constructions or other activities very close to the river beds.

What causes the discrepancies?

The data scope for the period, used by GreenMatch is simply too narrow (up
to 50 years) to determine long-term natural changes. It requires at least five
hundred years to determine reliable cycles and their changes. And we are talk-
ing here of former short-term, rather than long-term changes, not to mention
reliable long-term forecasts. While such long-term and reliable measurement
data is very scarce.

Talking of the climate change, we should remember that, besides human ac-
tivity, there are also volcanoes, uncontrollable fires and other sources of pollu-
tion. A decade ago, climate change, allegedly caused by man, was acknowledged
by about 85 % scientists and the number today grew to 97 %. The cattle effect
manifests in all areas. There is no secret that scientists are always ready to do
some researching and that somebody has to pay for it. Thus, the real scientific
honesty would significantly reduce this percentage.

Interestingly, the US President Donald Trump has a contrary opinion regard-
ing the climate change. He refers to the climate change as ‘fake) offering to ‘re-
ject the perennial prophets of doom and their predictions of the apocalypse’

Understanding the climate change requires
knowledge of geography

Climate change activists would benefit from refreshing their school knowl-
edge on geography and get to know some works of the famous geographer
Professor A. Basalykas on the development of rivers, landscape and physical
geography.

According to geologists, the territory of Lithuania and other western and
northern European countries has been covered by glaciers as many as 6 times,
evaporating as many times as the climate became warmer. These events are cy-
clical, taking place for millions or hundreds of millions of years.

The last time Lithuania was covered by ice, which is most available for anal-
ysis, began about 22-25 thousand years ago. Scientists believe that it melted
and moved north about 10-15 thousand years ago. Thus, there was a climate
change, definitely not caused by human activity. The retreating ice shaped the
landscape of Lithuania and our rivers as we know them. And before that, due
to the very thick layer of ice (estimated up to 1 km), the water of the melting
ice in the western part of the country could not flow into the sea. Instead of the
modern-day Nemunas, the largest river, referred to as Southern, used to flow
through the valleys of Merkys towards Vistula, while Dubysa and Nevézis used
to flow towards modern-day Latvia, i.e. the opposite directions than today. That
is incomprehensible to the modern-day and earlier generations.

The Earth has always been subject to change and the current warming is no
exception - these processes go in cycles. Some speak of a possible cooling as
well — three hundred years ago Europe experienced the ‘little ice-age’

Getting back closer to our time, using the reliable radioactive carbon dating
method, researchers of the Lithuanian Geological Service and the Institute of
Geology-Geography found out that approximately 1000 years ago the mouth
of Nemunas river was located near Konigsberg - in Vistula Lagoon, instead
of its branches — Skirvyté and Atmata, which flow into the Curonian Lagoon.
This was not so long ago and without any human intervention. It is a pity that
the chroniclers of the time cared more of the killing of the Catholic missionary
Bruno and his companions in Lithuania, instead of hydrological data.

MARKET. ANALYSIS. PROGNOSIS

Jonathan Moss, head of Marine and Trade at DWF,
comments on the impact that the ensuing Middle East
crisis is having on the insurance market.

Jonathan said: “The latest chapter of turbulence in the Middle East will un-
doubtedly lead to insurers and reinsurers particularly in lines such as hull, war,
piracy, terrorism, cargo and construction raising premiums, renegotiating
terms of cover and introducing riders and endorsements to policies to reflect
the increased risks of trading in the region.

‘Insurers and reinsurers have been looking for a marked correction to the
downward pressure on rates. The recent tensions, however, will lead to insur-
ers and reinsurers imposing draconian conditions in policies, significantly
increasing the costs of specialist insurance and pulling out of underwriting
certain lines of business. Insurance rates are set to increase exponentially in
the coming months.

‘Ships will have to navigate longer routes to avoid dangerous areas, Ships’
crew wages will rise owing to the heightened risks of attacks to vessels in the
Strait of Hormuz adding costs to end consumers for commodities transported
globally, hampering trade.

‘Following the 12 May attacks on two Saudi tankers, a Norwegian and a UAE
flagged vessel, the Joint War Committee made up of representatives from the
Lloyd’s and company markets added the Gulf to its list of high risk waters. In-
sured were instructed to notify underwriters before vessels entered the region
and additional premiums started to be levied. The attacks have transformed
the region for insurers.

‘Insurers have not withdrawn completely from writing risks, but each inter-
national insurer is taking a close interest in how events unfold. Underwriters
are used to factoring in geopolitical instability into pricing, but the events of
last year created a perfect storm for companies trading in the region, increasing
insurance premiums by an average of 10 % in six to seven months.

“The fact that all UK flagged ships in the Strait of Hormuz are being escorted
by UK navy vessels has done little to restore the status quo. Previous attempts
to contain the aggression have had little effect in stemming the flow of the
meteoric rises in premium.

‘A new period of disorder and unrest means that an unpredictable and turbu-
lent picture is emerging with the inevitability that insurers and reinsurers will
choose to exit insurance lines and/or adopt pricing models which will have an
adverse impact on the passage of trade, increasing costs for the end consumer’

Transportation by rail, sea and road is a popular logistics block in the
world of cargo turnover. Today the multimodal sector of the world

accounts for 98 % of the traffic.

Let us take a closer look at the current state of the multimodal transport

market, its trends and prospects in ACEX version.

Let’s start with a sea

The trend towards the transition to business automation affected logis-
tics in general, in particular the sea freight market. A new modern berth
has been opened at the port of Novorossiysk, aimed at automating proces-
ses, which means that the processing speed and service for customers are
improving.

In addition, most shipping lines, such as Maersk and FESCO are trying
to switch to an electronic system of quotations, in order to make it easier,
faster and more transparent for the customer to receive a calculation for
the goods delivery from point A to point B.

‘We're trying to be “in the loop’, using the systems of our partners’ sea
lines. This helps to give a prompt response to the client at market value,
which is a huge plus for our work, says Denis Bobrakov, Commercial Di-
rector of ACEX in Novorossiysk. ‘More and more companies are trying
to use online calculators in their systems, because people do not want to
communicate with each other or managers. It is easier to get an answer
from a soulless machine than a person’

Due to the fact that the preference is increasingly focused on road trans-
port (as a more affordable type of transportation), more and more new
types of deliveries emerge on some routes.

‘Of course, for many forwarding organisations, engaged in sea container
transportation, this has caused a decrease in cargo volumes, but, fortu-
nately, the experience and service of our company helped us not only to
“stay afloat” in all senses of the expression, but also to increase this year’s
performance by 40 % compared to 2018, says Denis Bobrakov.
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Continuing on the road

Cargo transportation by Russian transport in 10 months of 2019
amounted to 6.87 billion tons. This is 2.1 % more than in 2018. Almost
all modes of transport showed a decline in volumes. However, only road
transport increased by 3.8 % and amounted to 4.7 billion tons (according
to SeaNews).

Why is this happening? The answer is simple. Trucking is the most
budget-friendly type of cargo delivery, enabling many cargo owners to sa-
ve significant amounts on delivery.

‘Despite the fact that roads all over Germany have become more expensi-
ve and, as a result, transportation rates have increased as well, our services
continue to be in demand. The transport sector in Europe continues to
grow, the turnover of the company keeps increasing and the road trans-
port entrusted to ACEX is expanding, commented Edvinas Neverovskis,
Director of ACEX representative office in Lithuania.

In addition, there is a positive trend in the development of road transport
from China, featuring new directions and new ways of cargo delivery.

‘In addition to the usual air cargo delivery, we are actively developing
the road and railway direction Suzhou-Russia, and consistently making
deliveries without the use of aircraft, which indicates the great potential
of this direction, said Ken Hui, CEO of FANS TRANS, ACEX member in
Hong Kong.

Finishing on railway lines

This year, carriage of goods by rail decreased by 0.7%, which amounted
to 1,067 billion tones (according to SeaNews).

One of the main news in the field of railway transportation in 2019
was the announcement of three electronic platforms — Digital Logistics
(operator of the electronic trading Freight Transportation platform of the
Russian Railways), Rail Commerce (operator of the Railcommerse wagon
exchange) and Simple Transportation (operator of the wagon aggregator
Vagonline) - beginning joint operations.

The Association of 3 sites suggests that it is almost impossible to master
the railway transportation market by one company. The same goes for the
survival of small operators. Companies with up to 1,000 wagons on the
balance sheet either sell them or rent them to the big players.

If the service that will be offered is simple and flexible, then develo-
pment is inevitable! We, freight forwarders, can use such a system if it
is more convenient and cheaper than working with operators under di-
rect contracts, commented Oleg Degtyarev, Director of RusTrans, ACEX
member in Moscow.

In conclusion, we can say that the trend towards automated processes,
the opening of new transport routes and the unification of the major play-
ers in the railway market shows that the development of multi-modal in-
dustry is positive, ensuring a continuous and stable growth of the freight
market.

Is It Possible to Be Ready for an Unexpected Threat?

On 30 January, World Health Organisation (WHO) declared international emergency due to the outbreak of the new Coronavirus
(COVID 19), which started in December 2019 in China, while in the middle of February Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus,

WHO Director-General, stated that the spreading of the disease 'holds a very grave threat for the rest of the world"

Coronavirus — a major disruptive event
to global supply chains

Richard Wilding, Professor of Supply Chain Strategy at Cranfield School
of Management: ‘This is a major disruptive event with global implications
for supply chains. Air freight is already down by 50 % and we are seeing a
backlog of shipping on the Yangtze River. The consequences are already tak-
ing effect, as we are hearing that a car plant factory in Germany has had to
close, because it does not have the raw materials. This is a trend that is likely
to continue in the short-term.

Many global companies rely on suppliers in the region. For example, Apple
has 290 of its 800 suppliers based in China and the region is responsible for
9 % of the global TV production. According to DHLs Resilience 360, 50 %
of all manufacturing in Wuhan is related to the automotive industry and 25
% technology supplies from the region.

The one mitigating factor is that this has happened over Chinese New Year,
when production is typically down by 20 % anyway, so companies are al-
ready prepared for some fall in output. Chinese New Year is a known disrup-
tion to global supply chains with employees leaving factories in mid-January,
with operations halted between 24th and 30th January. Employees return
from the New Year break and operations usually return to normal by mid-
February at the latest. The impact of the Coronavirus is that operations have
been halted until 9 February in many facilities.

Companies need to urgently review their supply chain to find out how ex-
posed they are. They need to ask the question as to where their suppliers and
suppliers” suppliers are located and review other sourcing locations, which,
although often more expensive, can protect from disruptive events such as
this. We may also see a greater drive towards automation, as clearly with less
people working side-by-side in factories, the lower the risk of an occurrence
such as this!

Will Coronavirus spark supply chain
reviews for manufacturers?

Gregg Shenton, Marketing Manager at Indigo Software: “The Coronavirus
outbreak and lock downs imposed by the Chinese government are starting
to impact supply chains in sectors including pharmaceuticals, automotive
and telecommunications. Many companies that rely on their products being
manufactured from facilities in Wuhan, China, are considering alternative
suppliers, as facilities in the region face potential production delays and dif-
ficulties shipping goods out to other regions.

This is forcing brands to reflect on their supply chains and consider who
else might serve their requirements. Beyond China, where could manufac-
turing companies look for alternative suppliers?

Three countries within the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASE-
AN) community - Vietnam, Malaysia and the Philippines - are a good bet.
They have high quality infrastructure and are heavily investing in technol-
ogy solutions and automation, including warehouse management systems
(WMS). The ASEAN warehousing and distribution logistics market is show-
ing strong growth, owing to increased demand from the expanding e-com-
merce sector and from brands seeking manufacturing partners. What are
the other plus points offered by these countries?

Top of the list of countries that supply chain experts will consider as an
alternative to China is Vietnam. Due to the US/Chinese trade dispute, this
country is tipped to be the biggest winner in the ASEAN region and exports
continue to grow. Labour costs in Vietnam are around half of what manu-
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facturers can expect to pay in China. Many large brands have already started
or expanded their manufacturing in Vietnam, accelerating a trend that be-
gan some years ago, when Chinese inflation pushed manufacturers to seek
cheaper locations. Dell, Kyocera, Sharp, Ricoh and other industrial brands
already announced plans to shift some manufacturing into Vietnam. Con-
sumer brands are sourcing from Vietnam too. Nike started sourcing 37 % of
its manufacturing in 2010, while China remained at 34 %. By 2018, Vietnam
had grown to 47 % of production, while China reduced to 26 %.

Malaysia is another option, with its relatively open, state-oriented and
newly industrialized market economy. Many companies believe Malaysia of-
fers benefits that its Asian counterparts currently can't provide. Location is
a prime consideration - there are seven international ports across Malaysia
delivering products around the world. In addition, the country’s overall in-
frastructure is highly developed and shipping fees may be cheaper than in
China. Other costs can also be lower, especially tax and utilities rates. Elec-
tricity costs in Malaysia are about 50 % of what they cost in China and corpo-
rate tax in Malaysia has reduced to 24 %. All products manufactured in Ma-
laysia and imported goods are taxed at 5 to 10 %, but Malaysia has cancelled
import duties on various raw materials, machinery and parts. In contrast,
China adds VAT for non-Chinese companies, which can reach to about 4 %.

The Philippines is home to some of the newest manufacturing technology
in the world and one of the fastest-growing economies in Asia. It is well
known for manufacturing semi-conductors and electronic components,
computer consumables and food. In addition, the country has a reputation
for manufacturing high quality beauty products and furniture, using natural
resources. In terms of resources, 70 % of the population speaks English, the
country has a 94 % literacy rate and a highly-skilled labour pool. According
to Oxford Economics, the Philippines is expected to out-perform China in
terms of growth in the next ten years and many global brands have already
started sourcing products from this country including Victorias Secret,
Nike, Adidas, Avon and Johnson & Johnson.

Will the recent Coronavirus outbreak become a trigger for manufacturers
to reconsider where they are manufacturing in Asia? Potentially it could sig-
nal a new, regionalised production era for brands, looking to manufacture in
a wide range of locations to ensure their supply chains are better protected.
In reality, China’s dominance in terms of labour resources and potential out-
put is so vast, no single country can really absorb that existing production,
but considering the alternatives, within the ASEAN countries especially,
could be a wise strategy’

The world should have been more
prepared for coronavirus

William Haseltine, US scientist: ‘People should have learnt their lessons
from Sars and Mers, but were seemingly caught unprepared following the
outbreak of the virus, which originated in Wuhan, China, but has since
swept across the globe.

In the past 20 years, the US has spent $50 billion dollars in preparation for
a bio-terrorist attack. But the coronavirus isn’t on that list, because we don't
consider nature to be our enemy, but nature is our enemy in this case.

I have a very specific request to the US government, which is to include the
Coronavirus into the list of organisms for which we have bio-preparation.
It's not in there. It should be!

TIR Journeys Now
Operational in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

In close collaboration between national guaranteeing associations,
Customs Authorities and the IRU, a TIR transport operation starting from
Dubai, United Arab Emirates to Amman, Jordan via the Kingdom of Sau-
di Arabia successfully concluded. This historical moment is the starting
point of a new journey, providing an important border crossing solution
for transport and logistics operators in the Gulf region.

Taking-only four days to make the trip, the TIR transport knocked days
off of the usual journey time of seven days when done without the TIR
guarantee.

‘The start of TIR operations in the Kingdom represents an important
step for Saudi customs towards the harmonisation and facilitation of
customs transit procedures between TIR contracting parties. TIR will re-
duce the transport-costs as well as the trucks waiting time and facilitate
the transit movements in the Kingdom; which will maximise the benefits
and improve the investment attractiveness of this sector, stated H.E. Mr
Ahmed Al Hakbani, Governor of Saudi Customs.

‘One of the pillars of Saudi Arabia vision for 2030 is making the Kingdom
a logistics centre connecting Asia, Africa and Europe. This objective will
be reached by adopting international standards such as the TIR conven-
tion, considered as.one of the systems contributing to facilitating interna-
tional trade; added H.E. Mr Ahmed Al Hakbani.

Some of the other benefits TIR offers to transport and logistics compa-
nies in the Kingdom include: g
- Time savings through the Electronic Advance Declaration facility, re-

ducing the waiting time at the Saudi Arabia border by an average of six
