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On the Road with
the Beaten and the Blessed

Dear readers, you have opened the 100th issue of JURA MOPE SEA.
That's how many we have released since the summer of 1999. You
could say that this is our one hundred miles on the winding road
of creativity and publishing, sometimes demanding effort to climb
up the hill and sometimes excitedly driving down into an abyss, as
if riding a rollercoaster. There were moments of difficult driving off-
road with an occasional enjoyment of even, yet always dangerously
slippery highway. | am glad that we've overcome that hundred miles
always moving forward without stopping for a rest, not to mention
harbouring any thoughts to turn back. We were and we still continue
to move towards important events, knowledge, the source of new
ideas and projects. All in all - to move towards adventure. Just like in
the book of Jack Kerouac.

This time our adventure is Jack Kerouac himself — the father of
Beatnik, or the Beat Generation, although he always preferred to
add some mystery and refer to it as the beatific.

At the beginning of December MA*GA Museum, established
in Gallarate, Lombardy (Italy), organised a huge exhibition of the
paintings and drawings of J. Kerouac - one of the major 20th c. lit-
erary masters. The exhibition was hosted in Milan and featured a
collection of eighty of Kerouac’s paintings and drawings, shedding
a new light on the father of the Beat Generation.

Why do we care? What could an international business magazine
have in common with the initiator of the Beatnik movement of the
1950s?

The magazine often participates at similar international events
and is implementing a continuous project of the Synergy of Busi-
ness, Science and Art, promoting cooperation between socially-
responsible business, scientists and artists. The organisers of J. Ker-
ouac’s exhibition most likely did not go without the involvement of
socially-responsible business either.

J. Kerouac’s works brought our magazine to a sense of adventure
that all of us are familiar with and, of course, the road embodying
the intangible connection between the heaven and earth, the di-
vine and the human, the here and beyond, today and yesterday.
The road that, in Mark Twain’s words, chooses us.

In all times various travellers, both real and legendary - Odysseus,
Simbad, the Flying Dutchman, the Eternal Jew, the seekers for the
Paradise Lost or the Holy Grail, the merchant and pilgrim St Chris-
topher, the travellers on the Silk Road - brought messages, infor-
mation, ideas and even religions from one point of the road to the
other, across countries and across continents. A traveller has always
been a certain carrier and creator of culture.
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Time passed and the means of travelling changed, appropriately
changing the relation between the traveller and his environment.
The power of creative expression was replaced by the power of
money. If back in the 1950s a hitch-hiker of the Beat and Beatific
Generation felt quite confident on the road with a worn volume
of Kerouac in his hand, then now a businessman may increase his
prestige by spending almost two and a half million dollars to buy
the legendary manuscript of J. Kerouac’s book, typewritten on a
36 m paper roll (a true story - this manuscript was purchased by
the owner of one football team, who offered the highest price at
an auction). The intangible Beatnik ideas, carried on the road, have
now become very tangible goods. With a taste of certain regret that
idea was offered in the introduction of the newest edition of On the
Road, published from the original roll without any corrections or
expurgation and translated into Lithuanian language.

In all times J. Kerouac’s novel has had a certain role not only in his
homeland America, but also other parts of the world.

On the Road was first published on 4 September 1957 and an in-
fluential critic had instantly branded it as the testament of the Beat
Generation, while the author of the novel himself was compared to
Ernst Hemingway. Sixty years later this novel remains in the lists of
the most popular books.

First published in Lithuania in 1972, this novel was a breeze of free-
dom from beyond of the Iron Curtain. Back in the days of my studies
youth circles considered it unimaginable to not have read J. Kerou-
ac’s On the Road. Infused by cheap red wine, we dissected each mile
taken by the characters of the book. We lived with them on the road
in our cold dormitory rooms and at the same time felt free.

The second edition of the book was published in a big circulation
in 1991, one year after the restoration of Lithuania’s independence.
It was sold out in a few days. Perhaps its title reminded of the Baltic
Way in1989, which united the hands and hearts of Lithuanians, Lat-
vians and Estonians, encouraging them to take action.

Remembering these historical turns, | think of the associations
that the American writer, artist and jazz musician J. Kerouac raises
today in the minds of western Europeans that have never experi-
enced similar isolation from the rest of the world yet managed to
organise such a huge event, dedicated to the father of the Beat
Generation.

Italy is planning to introduce the exhibition, which will be sup-
plemented by an impressive On the Road project by the British artist
Peter Greenaway, featuring video projections conveying the route
of J. Kerouac, at the EXPO 2020 in Dubai, which will focus on the
topic of Connecting Minds, Creating the Future.

Travelling on the road that will always be full of the beaten and
the blessed, we keep striving towards the future, driving much fast-
er than J. Kerouac’s characters. It's time to connect the minds of the
world for sustainable development of the future in order to prevent
that reckless rush from being fatal.

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EXCLUSIVE INTERVIEW
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VYTAUTAS NAUDUZAS:
THE FUTURE IS THE PRESENT
IMPLEMENTED ON TIME

Astana’s sweltering summer is now only a memory. But it was a ‘hot’ summer not only in terms

of temperature (although it was very high). From June to September, Kazakhstan’s capital city was lit up by the
‘Rays of Future Energy’ of the EXPO 2017, radiating from Nur Alem, Kazakhstan’s pavilion, and 115 other pavilions,
representing various world countries, as well as the hearts of the more than four million people visiting the event.
Vytautas NAUDUZAS, the Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary in Kazakhstan, had to survive this
all-encompassing heat as well.
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Your Excellency, what events from these 93 days were the hottest,
the most significant, and the most impressive.

Summer in Astana‘heated up’both the local citizens and guests of the
capital. Yet winters in Astana are the complete opposite, with freezing
temperatures of minus 40 degrees reinforced by strong winds, referred
to as buran. Such seasonal natural contrasts in Kazakhstan are quite fa-
vourable for future energy, including green energy, offering not only
win-win, but also wind-wind scenarios.

Of course, semantics, just like romanticism, can’t be utilised in energy,
but the four million visitors of EXPO (from more than 115 countries)
were drawn to the several thousand events on the future’s ‘engine’ All
of the days of the exhibition were impressive, as guests could see with
their own eyes the threshold of the energy revolution that mankind is
standing on. This includes renewable energy and efficient energy, as
well as the endless resources of 270 trillion cubic metres of methane
hydrate (by the way, 1 m? of methane hydrate produces energy equal to
that, which is produced using 163 cubic metres of gas!!!). Global efforts
to make use of nuclear fusion should be noted as well. Even now, Toshi-
ba’s experimental nuclear fusion reactor in Japan is already running.
Germany, Russia (in Novosibirsk) and South Korea are also engaged in
intensive work. In the south of France, a 1,700 MW thermonuclear ex-
perimental reactor ITER, valued at 11 billion US dollars, is being built.
In the future, having successfully overcome various technical difficul-
ties related to thermonuclear reactors, modern nuclear power plants,
including the one built in Astravets (Belarus), could finally become
antiquated. Science, innovations, engineering solutions and new tech-
nologies are focused on other alternative energy resources, e.g. shale
gas and oil, as well as on our collective effort to achieve harmonious
development without harming nature. Humanity has a firm stand for a
future of green energy without any dirty secrets.

The future is nothing more than the present, implemented on time.
This is why our generation’s choice - to make the future, rather than to
fake the future — will determine the energy future of mankind.

The opening of the EXPO 2017 was greatly anticipated in Kazakhstan.
The event in Astana was attended by leaders of 17 countries: China,
India, Russia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, the Czech Republic
and others. Also present was the King of Spain and other distinguished
guests. In total, EXPO 2017 was visited by the heads of over 80 states.
Nearly every tenth visitor of the four million that came to EXPO admired
the design and lighting of our pavilion, the information on our coun-
try’s energy, and the excellent café, featuring not only exclusive espres-
s0, but also ‘herring ice-cream’ and various other unusual dishes. Many
visitors took photographs of the unique menu. The guests of the Lithu-
anian pavilion could enjoy various art groups, coming from all over our
country, as well as art and photo exhibitions. Every Tuesday, Romas
Jankauskas, the ‘Commissioner of Commissioners’at EXPO 2017, organ-
ised various interesting events at the Lithuanian pavilion, which quickly
became the centre of attention for the entire EXPO village. Our pavilion
and the events presented here were visited by the Secretary-General of
the World Tourism Organization, Japan’s Minister of the Economy, the
Mayors of Osaka and Lodz, the delegation of the EU Department of En-
ergy and many other important guests.

The guests of Astana were particularly drawn by the EXPO exhibition’s
lighting, showcasing achievements in contemporary energy.

Itis probably an interesting experience to reside in a country where
such a world-class event takes place - in a country where events like
this aren't commonplace. According to Immanuel Kant, you don't
have to go anywhere, as the whole world can come to you. How did
Kazakhstan's people, its intelligentsia, representatives of science and
art, government officials and everyone else react to this influx of the
world? What did the world bring to Kazakhstan and what was Ka-
zakhstan able (have time) to take in, take note of, remember, apply?

The world brought in and took out new ideas from Kazakhstan. It
brought news on achievements in energy, trends. It brought several
5-star hotels (Ritz Carlton, St. Regis, Hilton, Sheraton, and others), a new
village that temporarily housed those who were working in the EXPO
pavilions, dozens of catering companies, cafes, including McDonald’s,
Starbucks, etc.
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Several million tourists ‘took away’ from Kazakhstan information on
the country, the new capital city (which as of last year had a million resi-
dents, with the millionth baby being born), tourism, recreation, busi-
ness opportunities.

You participated in many events and interviews. What impression
did the exhibition leave for its guests?

‘Tired of the sun’? Yes, that about sums it up. That summer was par-
ticularly hot. But at least people weren't tired out by all the ideas on
energy.

Visitors were undoubtedly amazed by the impressive investment in
the EXPO and the capital city’s infrastructure. It seems like EXPO 2017
didn’t hold to the principle that economy is the art of spending money
without deriving any pleasure from doing so.

On the other hand, it was great to see energy in business and business
in energy. For the visitors it was clear that energy is a science, a business,
and a part of our daily life.

How would you assess Lithuania’s presentation at the exhibition
and the work of its pavilion ‘Rays of Future Energy’?

Lithuania was presented as an advanced, attractive, and modern state.
Lithuania’s pavilion, our achievements in energy, images of our country,
were fascinating not only for Kazakhs, but foreign visitors as well. We
also had regular customers who would come to our café for their morn-
ing coffee or come for refreshment from the hot weather with some
Svyturys beer and fried bread with garlic. Hamlet’s dilemma, ‘to be or
not be beer’ was often pondered under the influence of beer aromas.

In any case, Lithuania’s gastronomic class was ‘love at first taste’ for
visitors.

We barely had time to close the gates of one exhibition, and the
world is already preparing for 2020, when the half-year-long EXPO,
on the topic ‘Connecting Minds, Creating the Future; will take place
in Dubai. 150 countries have already announced their intention to
participate, they have signed contracts with the International Exhibi-
tion Bureau. Since 1992, Lithuania hasn’t missed a single EXPO exhi-
bition and has received many awards for its participation. Lithuania
has made the decision to participate in the exhibition in Dubai. Do
you think that Lithuania’s investments in world exhibitions pay off?
What dividends could they bring to Lithuania?

World exhibitions are perfect opportunities to gain more visibility
worldwide. This could be considered more like an investment in the
country’s future, rather than an expense. Dividends are not necessarily
in the mercantilist category, although even here Lithuania’s companies
gain a perfect opportunity for advertisement, meetings with potential
customers. Lithuania’s visibility, notoriety encourages cooperation with
other countries, increases the number of people who sympathise with
us, the flow of foreign tourists.

Participation in Dubai is unavoidable. This is also indicated by Dubai’s
semantic structure: ‘do buy'.. This will ease our export’s entrance into
global markets.

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Logistics Market in India:
Investments Worth Billions
Increase the Demand for
Logistics Services

The Indian government is currently
investing into the country’s
infrastructure on a massive scale -
whether this involves roads, railway
lines or waterways. The budget for
upgrading roads alone is worth
almost $14 billion until 2018. This
should give a further boost to the
Indian logistics market, which is
already expanding at a rapid rate.

For the second time, Messe Miinchen is ena-
bling interested companies to discover more
about the Indian market, maintain existing con-
tacts or establish new ones through its globally
proven transport logistic format. There are many
reasons for exploring developments on the sub-
continent first-hand: the Indian government re-
cently decided to make far-reaching investments
in the country’s infrastructure with the goal of
making logistics processes within the country
more efficient.

“The development of the Indian logistics market
was largely inhibited by the poor state of the road
network in the past. Fast roads and highways only
accounted for two percent of the complete road
network up to now, for example,” says Vishesh
Kathuria, Vice President of IMAP India. “The
government has also budgeted $14 billion for
2017/18 and therefore paved the way for upgrad-
ing 14,000 km of roads”

Kathuria believes that the distribution of freight
within the modal split is another problem. “Too
little consideration is given to railway and ship-

ping traffic when it comes to cargo, although In-
dia is home to the fourth-largest railway network
in the world and there are more than 15,500 km
of waterways available for transport purposes.”
The government is seeking to reverse this trend
too. A decision was already made in 2014/15 to
introduce so-called “Dedicated Freight Corri-
dors’, for example, in order to connect the many
container shipments on the north-west and
north-east routes and almost triple the average
speed of the trains from 25 km/h at the moment
to 70 km/h. However, the expert believes that
making use of the waterways provides the great-
est potential. “According to estimates, opening up
inland waterways provides investment opportu-
nities amounting to $600 million”

“The latest developments in the infrastructure
sector, in the standardization of the tax system,
but also in the field of digitalization and the
booming e-commerce business are opening up
the Indian logistics market to a large number of
foreign companies. We've established a format
with the transport logistic India @ CTL and it of-
fers the right framework both for companies
with experience of India and potential market en-
trants at the right time,” says Gerhard Gerritzen,
a member of the management team at Messe
Miinchen GmbH.

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THE PORT OF KLAIPEDA AS PART
OF CRUISE LINER ROUTES

The first choice of cruise liner companies planning their routes usually lies with
capital cities. However, the recently finished cruise season in Klaipéda was
particularly successful - the port has recorded a record-breaking number of cruise
tourists and the next year is promising a real breakthrough in the segment.

This year the port of Klaipéda was visited by 63 ships with 74 716 tourists.

The number of tourists exceeded the numbers last year by 14 per cent.

“The cruise season gets better every year. Last
year we were visited by 53, this year - 63 ships and
the flow of cruise tourists is increasing every year.
According to the data in October, the number of
ships already registered for a visit next year is 64,
but the registration will be open for almost half
a year. This makes us very happy and also shows
that the effort in developing the infrastructure,
made by tourism business, the city and the Sea-
port Authority, brings great results” said Arvydas
Vaitkus, Director General of Klaipéda State Sea-
port Authority.

Next year the city will be visited by ships of two
well-known companies — Cunard Line and Aza-
mara Cruises — for the first time. The Lithuanian
port will also be visited by five new ships.

In September 2018 Klaipéda will host an im-
portant sea tourism event - a conference of the
Cruise Europe association.

“We are greatly honoured to be able to host this
huge international event in Klaipéda. It's an excel-
lent opportunity for the city and the entire region
to show, what makes us interesting and unique”
said Arvydas Vaitkus.

Plans for a new berth

According to cruise business, the port of
Klaipéda is in the honourable second list of the
Baltic Sea Region. The first one - the so called
X Large — consists of Copenhagen (Denmark),
Saint Petersburg (Russia), Tallinn (Estonia), Hel-
sinki (Finland) and Stockholm (Sweden). The
second - Large - list features Rostock (Germany),
Kiel (Germany), Oslo (Norway), Kristiansand
(Norway), Riga (Latvia) and Klaipéda (Lithu-
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ania). There are Medium and Small lists of the
Baltic ports as well.

Each cruise tourist increases the revenue of
cruise business and they all differ at every port.

According to A. Vaitkus, although the revenue
of cruise shipping, received by Klaipéda State Sea-
port Authority makes an insignificant share - a
mere 1.7 % - of the total port revenue, the Seaport
Authority aims to keep developing this segment.

“The direct benefit for the Seaport Authority is
not great, but, being a socially-responsible com-
pany, we support this activity nevertheless. It’s
important to create an opportunity for business,
especially the small business in our city, to work
and earn their living”” said A. Vaitkus.

The port of Klaipéda is also planning a new
cruise berth. With increasing volumes of cruise
tourism, the berths during the Sea Festivals and
other celebrations are becoming rather tight. Last
year the ships were allowed to moor at Klaipéda
Central Terminal, but it is currently taken up by
sea ferries.

“While preparing the ports general plan, were
planning the development of cruise shipping as
well. The new berth may be located in Memel City
area on the right side of Dané river. The approxi-
mately 400 m-long berth could accept the largest
cruise ships.” explained A. Vaitkus.

Visible potential

The Baltic Cruise Line Inspection Tour, which
took place last June, highlighted Klaipéda and
Western Lithuania as a region with great tourist
potential. A survey, conducted by Royal Carib-
bean Cruise Line, one of the largest cruise compa-
nies in the world, shows rather favourable ratings
for Klaipéda, featuring 8 points out of 10.

“If they didn’t sell tours, ships wouldn’t go there.
About 80-90 % of tourists from smaller ships and
about 50 % from the large ones visiting Klaipéda
purchase tours. Smaller ships usually bring senior
people, large ones - families and youth.” noticed
Romena Savickiené, Head of Klaipéda Tourism
and Culture Information Centre.

Klaipéda introduces the old town with craft
yards, the Lithuanian Sea Museum and Dolphi-
narium, as well as other museums and places to
visit. One of the highlights of the region is the
Curonian Spit — a unique corner of nature and
authentic culture with white sand dunes that are
highest in Europe. Palanga is introduced as a re-
sort with the Amber Museum, the Manor Park
and the bridge into the sea. Tourists are also in-
trigued by the Soviet nuclear missile base near
Plateliai, which used to target the largest Europe-
an cities. Excursions from cruise liners sometimes
reach as far as the Hill of Crosses or Venté Cape.

Next year Klaipéda will introduce the renewed
and reopened Sea Museum. The Castle depart-
ment of the History Museum of Lithuania Minor
will feature an interactive World War II exhibi-
tion. In 2018 the Seaport Authority will also of-
fer the cruise tourists a free electronic guide. The
mobile app in three languages will be developed
according to the EU’s Green Cruise Port project
and introduce tourists to the city’s objects.

Increasing ships

The numbers of cruise ships in the world, in-
cluding the Baltics, keep increasing. The port of
Klaipéda has noticed these tendencies as well.
Only 4 out of 37 liners visiting Klaipéda in 2011
were longer than 200 m, while in 2012 it was 8 out
of 43. However, in 2017 it was already 23 out of 63
and the number of 200 m and longer ships that
have already registered for 2018 is 33 out of 64.

Thus, the citizens will be seeing more and more
of the majestic large cruise ships in Klaipéda.
Each of them can carry 3-4 thousand marine
tourists.

According to Cruisebaltic.com, in 2017 the
number of tourists in the Baltic region rocketed
to as much as 13 %. The term of the Baltic region
refers to 10 countries, including southern Nor-
way, and 29 ports.

The total number of tourists that travelled on
cruise ships in the Baltic Sea was 4.9 million.
They were serviced by 37 cruise lines, featuring
80 ships. This year’s season, which is already over
in Klaipéda, but continues elsewhere, featured
about 330 cruise trips. |

Humanity
Gazing at
the Future

EXPO 2017, which took place in
Astana, the capital of Kazakhstan,
for 93 days from June to September,
focused on the topic of Future
Energy and was visited by almost
four million people. Although
already over, it continues to

echo in one or another of the

115 participating countries or

22 international organisations.

It seems that it may take a long
time for it to fade out, perhaps as
long as until 2020, when the world
will turn its attention to the highest
skyscrapers, artificial islands and
oases in Dubai, the pearl of the
United Arab Emirates, titled as the
largest “hub” between the East and
the West. Dubai, which will host
EXPO 2020, promises to mesmerise
not only with the glamour and
luxury of the Arab world, but also
the mind, as the topic of the future
world exhibition is “Connecting
Minds, Creating the Future”.

Yet, let’s not get ahead of ourselves,
rushing to Dubai before we were
invited to the six-month fiesta

of minds, ideas and visions. May
the hosts of the exhibition, which
will start on 20 October 2020,

take their time to prepare to
welcome, as they expect, 25 million
visitors by developing the images
of Opportunity, Mobility and
Sustainability.
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The bright kingdom of Nur Alem

Meanwhile, we can roam in our thoughts
and memories of the mysterious nomad land,
the home of the reserved, but strong people,
hardened by the heat, the cold and the steppe
winds, who managed to surprise the world by
turning the midst of the steppes, featuring vast
planes, powerful winter winds and 45 degrees
of cold, into the new capital of Kazakhstan, shin-
ing with towering metal and glass skyscrapers,
in such a short time. As if a gorgeous bride, the
capital, celebrating it's 20th anniversary this year,
attracted travellers from various countries to
show what each is made of, what they can and
what wonders they can offer to enrich the world.

The mission of introducing visions of the fu-
ture energy was implemented on a 25 ha area of
land, featuring larger or smaller pavilions, char-
acterised by the traditional national features of
the participating countries that demonstrated
their current achievements or introduced future
perspectives.

Kazakhstan's Nur Alem pavilion, which refers to
the world of light or the kingdom of light, was
definitely unsurpassed, most impressive and
most informative pavilion, attracting the largest
numbers of visitors. Being 100 m high and more
than 80 m wide, it remains the largest spherical
building in the world, while the eight floors of
the building introduces an exposition of alterna-
tive energy of all levels, ranging from space to
the depths of the Earth. You could spend an en-
tire day or even more on each floor, because the
abundance of excellent introduction of the in-
formation on the major types of energy — space,
solar, wind, water and kinetic — encouraged to
engage into in-depth exploration.

Kazakhstan is a country with most fossil energy
resources. This includes the cheapest resourc-
es of uranium and natural gas that would be

enough for more than two hundred years, but
the country itself is encouraging the world to
turn to the green energy and renewable energy
resources.

Invited by Nursultan Nazarbayev, the Presi-
dent of Kazakhstan, the exhibition was visited
by seventeen state leaders, including presidents
of China, Russia, Belarus, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan,
Uzbekistan, Armenia, Mongolia, Czech Repubilic,
Serbia and other countries. Kazakhstan's pavilion
was explored in-depth by the King of Spain, also
the presidents of Germany, Finland, Poland and
Latvia, as well as the Prince of Monaco, the prime
ministers of India and Pakistan, parliament lead-
ers of Singapore, Czech Republic and Spain, Arab
sheikhs and many other powerful people of the
world that came to the National Day events of
their respective countries. President Nazarbayev
himself had visited the event several times, wel-
coming respectable guests at the pavilion of his
country.

Making energy eternal

Among the most popular of the pavilions,
where you had to get in line to get in, were the
Chinese pavilion, featuring the concept of the
energy of the past, present and the future, the
pavilion of Japan, aiming to host EXPO 2025 in
Osaka and a strong leader among other candi-
dates — Russia, Azerbaijan and France — hoping to
remain in the lead until the voting of the General
Assembly of the Bureau of International Exhibi-
tions (BIE), which will take place at the end of next
year, also the UAE, the USA and Germany, which
received the first prize for the fulfilment of the
topic, South Korea and Russia, which brought a
real “iceberg”to the exhibition, thus making a very
original visual example of the issue of the climate
change, Belarus, introducing a futuristic model of
string transport, as well as other pavilions of the




large countries. However, smaller countries, their
uniqueness and interesting solutions for future
energy attracted numerous visitors as well.

The Lithuanian pavilion was among them and,
naturally, since it was the pavilion of my home-
land, | cared about it most, while various opin-
jons and feedback touched my heart.

"We want to understand the wisest ways to use
energy and save it, making energy eternal. How-
ever, what is even more critical is to understand
that the most important energy is the human
energy."said Zhou Hanmin, Vice Chairman of the
Chinese People’s Political Consultative Confer-
ence. He expressed his joy to have an excellent
opportunity to thank the Lithuanian nation and
the people that have created such a marvellous
pavilion, representing the nation’s entire history
and future aspirations. Zhou Hanmin, who is also
the representative of the PRC at the Bureau of
International Exhibitions, remembered Lithu-
ania’s successful participation at EXPO 2010 in
Shanghai. “You work together with other coun-
tries of the world in preserving peace and friend-
ship. We are peaceful and friendly countries and
that makes us work together for the future of the
world! said the high official of China.

The Japanese delegation, led by Hiroshige
Seko, Minister of Economy, Trade, and Industry,
was most impressed by Lithuania’s ability to gain

energy independence (which was also covered
at the Rays of Future Energy from Lithuania expo-
sition) in such a short period of political inde-
pendence.

Viytautas Nauduzas, Ambassador Extraordinary
and Plenipotentiary of the Republic of Lithu-
ania to Kazakhstan, who also participated at the
meeting, emphasized that the ITER - the huge
international nuclear fusion research and en-
gineering project — featuring many countries,
including Japan and Lithuania, is a promising
example of the future energy development.

EXPO 2017
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Lights, energy and speed,
frozen in space

The Lithuanian pavilion, mentioned among
the most popular, most visited and most inter-
esting pavilions, full of professional discussions,
high-level art and world-class performers, was
not only abundantly visited and admired by visi-
tors of the exhibition. It received many positive
evaluations of professionals as well.

By the decision of the international commis-
sion, the light installation of the pavilion was
awarded with the main prize in the category of
“Elements and Details”, established by the in-
ternational Exhibitor business magazine. Travis
Stanton, the Editor of the magazine, sent a per-
sonal letter to the pavilion, congratulating Lithu-
ania with this honourable award and highlight-
ing the fact that Lithuania should truly be proud.
The jury report states that the “Lithuania Pavilion
is like a moment of light, energy, and speed all
frozen in time in an architectural space of high
aesthetic value. The LED room gave the sense of
being inside one of the country’s lasers. It was
a phenomenally futuristic element. World ex-
pos are all about stand-out moments, and the
LED installation in Lithuania’s pavilion, meant to

The“Editor’s Choice” prize went to France, while
more than five thousand online voters picked
the pavilion of Qatar, characterised by shiny and
glamorous detail, as the "People’s Choice” Ger- »
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many was unsurpassed in the category of the
“Best Large Pavilion"for the fourth time.

The celebration of the Day of the Bureau of
International Exhibitions at the end of the EXPO
included acknowledgement of all — organisers,
participants, creators, volunteers and visitors —
who contributed to the success of EXPO 2017.

A Gold Medal, given to the official participants
of the exhibition for their successful contribu-
tion was received by Romas Jankauskas, Com-
missioner of Lithuania, who was elected as the
Chairperson of the College of Commissioners
and Steering Committee. In three months the
Committee under the chairmanship of Romas
Jankauskas organised six formal  and numer-
ous informal meetings, solving various issues
raised by all states participating at the exhibi-
tion. After the end of the exhibition, the report
of the Bureau of International Exhibitions stated
that by the good will of all of the countries, the

Celebrating its 25th anniversary,
Bega Stevedoring Company from

Klaipéda (Lithuania) opened one of

the most powerful complexes for

handling agricultural produce in the
Baltic Region. This project has been

developed for several recent years.
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By opening this complex, Bega Stevedoring
Company, led by Aloyzas Kuzmarskis since the
establishment of the company (currently acting
as the Board Chairman), marked the completion
of the development of the universal export-
import terminal for agricultural produce, which
started in 2012 and was crowned by 8 million
Euro worth of investments into 6 silo towers with
the capacity of 10 thousand cubic metres each,
as well as the construction of railway car and ve-
hicle unloading stations.

As of this season the silo towers will be rented
by Baltic Agro, member of the Danish Agro large
international agricultural concern, focusing its
grain exports through Bega Company.

“The opening of the reconstructed berth, as
well as the expansion of the complex for agri-
cultural produce is an excellent example of the
synergy between a state company and private
business.” said Arvydas Vaitkus, Director General
of Klaipéda State Seaport Authority, during the
opening of the complex.

Bega Company has already invested approxi-
mately 50 million Euro into superstructure devel-
opment.

According to Laimonas Rimkus, the company’s
Director General, this is not the end of invest-
ment projects. The company is currently arrang-
ing technological equipment for a new cement
terminal, which will service the doubling export
flows of AB Akmenés Cementas as of the next
spring. After the reconstruction, the berths will
be equipped with new universal storage for bulk
cargo, as well as new handling equipment for
Baltmax type ships, as soon as the port’s channel
is deepened to 17 m.

Moreover, as of 2016 Bega Company has been
intensively implementing a programme of re-
placing the traditional locomotives with robot
locomotives for increasing the efficiency of rail-
way processes.

Bega has the reputation of not only a strong
and attractive, but also as a socially responsi-
ble company. Participating at Aléjos Knyga so-
cial project, initiated by Klaipéda Industrialists’
Association with the purpose of decorating
Mazvydas avenue - the main pedestrian avenue
in the city, Bega donated the city a piece of art -
a bench, created by the artists Romualdas Mar-
tinkus and Aras Martinkus.

The Great Stone among Belarus’

Most Intriguing Attractions

The Lithuanian delegation began the events of the Belarusian Transport
Week, which took place for four days in Minsk, with an interesting tour to
the Great Stone China-Belarus Industrial Park, developed in a beautiful
territory near the airport 25 km outside of Minsk.

The Great Stone as the symbol of Chinese-Belarusian cooperation

Belarus and China have begun their long way of negotiations and inter-
est adjustment in 2010, resulting in the implementation of the joint China-
Belarus project — the construction of the Great Stone industrial park, which
commenced in 2014. The park is expected to become an example of the
future industry, enabling Belarus to make a technological leap and achieve
financial stability.

The Lithuanian delegation was welcomed at the Park by the Deputy Di-
rector General Sergej Vaitechovskij, who introduced them to this currently
largest project in Belarus.

The industrial park was granted the status of a special economic zone and
a special regime for implementing economic activity. The park is dedicated
to the high-tech industry and business, including scientific research, devel-
opment, production and logistics. It also benefits from tax concessions and
free customs regime. The general vision for the industrial park is a 112 sq.
m environmentally-friendly city with convenient residential conditions for
200 000 citizens. The park is divided into territorial areas: logistics, produc-
tion, residential and administrative. According to plan, the production area
should take up less than 50 % of the park’s territory.

The project involves not only industrial and logistic areas, but also ad-
ministrative and residential premises. According to Sergej Vaitechovskij,
the park will also put a major focus on ecology and environmental protec-
tion. In order to ensure the vision of an environmentally-friendly city, the
park’s development focuses on such industries as high-tech engineering,
electronics and telecommunications, fine chemicals, biotechnology, phar-
maceutics, development of new materials, logistics, e-commerce and large
data processing.

And this list is not conclusive. The area that is most interesting is innova-
tive production with great potential for exports.

Currently the park already has 19 registered residents: 12 Chinese com-
panies (such as Kronospan, Zoomlion, ZTE, Huawei), including China Mer-
chants Group, implementing the project of the logistics subpark. The first
objects for their logistics park (total area - 100 000 sg. m) — an office build-
ing, an exhibition centre and 3 warehouses (18 000 sq. m each) - are al-
ready completed, with hotels, business centres, etc. planned for the near
future. Other residents include 3 companies from Belarus and one from
Switzerland, Germany, the USA and Lithuania (organic packaging) each.
The number of residents should increase to 20 by the end of the year 2017.

It was particularly interesting to visit buildings already-built and used,
while listening to informative explanations. The landscaping works, taking
place at the same time as the constructions, the complex of production
buildings, as well as a new exhibition centre that will offer modern condi-
tions for exhibitions and conferences, have left a truly great impression.

1/3 of cargo handled at the port of Klaipéda comes from Belarus

As a tradition, the first conference of the Belarusian Transport Week was
dedicated to the cooperation between Lithuania and Belarus.

“Belarus is an important partner of the port of Klaipéda, making partici-
pation at these events an excellent opportunity to introduce the port of
Klaipéda and its future projects. The purpose our port is to create the best
conditions for our partners, making them choose the route for their goods
through the port of Lithuania. Meetings with current and potential part-
ners open new opportunities to develop successful cooperation.” talked
Arvydas Vaitkus, Director General of Klaipéda State Seaport Authority, at
the conference.

During the plenary session on “Connecting the Belarusian transport and
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logistics system with the Silk Road economic belt” A. Vaitkus introduced the
activity of the port of Klaipéda and its development perspectives, empha-
sizing the fact that Belarusian cargo constitutes about one third of the total
cargo turnover at the port of Klaipéda.

Last week Astana, the capital of Kazakhstan, hosted the 21st
TransKazakhstan international transport and logistics exhibition, as well
as the 10th New Eurasia: Development of Transport and Logistics Systems in
Eurasian Transcontinental Routes international conference.

Zhenis Kassymbek, Minister for Investments and Development of Kazakh-
stan and the moderator of the conference, emphasized that Kazakhstan
does not have a direct access to the sea and the large markets. “China and
the European Union are our oceans that we work with.” said the Minister.

The participants of the conference discussed cooperation between state
and business structures in developing logistics systems and transport infra-
structure, investment opportunities for improving the environment, issues
of implementing contemporary technology for transport, tendencies of
new market segments, as well as the necessity of implementing new logis-
tics opportunities in developing trade between Europe and Asia.

The opportunities of Lithuania as a transit state, as well as the perspec-
tives of the port of Klaipéda were introduced by Ri¢ardas Degutis, Vice-Min-
ister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania, and
Arvydas Vaitkus, Director of Klaipéda State Seaport Authority.

“Currently we have almost completed the general plan for the port of
Klaipéda, which features new territories for production and investments.
We have a well-developed transport infrastructure and a network of lo-
gistics centres, while the port of Klaipéda has modern terminals. The busi-
ness of Kazakhstan would benefit from new production terminals, as well

as safe and fast cargo transit to European and Scandinavian countries. We
believe that there is still some unused potential for strengthening mutual
cooperation and thus welcome you to visit the port of Klaipéda and see it
for yourselves: we're modern, open for investments and new ideas.” talked
A. Vaitkus.

In Astana Lithuanians also met Roman Sklyar, Vice Minister for Invest-
ment and Development, as well as Askar Mamin, Deputy Prime Minister
of Kazakhstan. The latter has already visited Klaipéda during the New Silk
Road - Reliable Connection Between Europe and Asia international Lithua-
nian-Kazakh conference, which took place a couple of years ago. During
the conference Lithuania and Kazakhstan signed three memorandums of
cooperation. Back then A. Mamin emphasized that Klaipéda is one of the
major ports for Kazakhstan in the Baltic Region. It is an important point of
export and import.

“We are planning to organise a similar forum for Lithuanian and Kazakh
businessmen in the near future.” said A. Vaitkus.

Baltic Ports Embrace the Future
in Trelleborg

Over 120 participants gathered in Trelleborg, to take part at the
annual Baltic Ports Conference. The event, organized by the Baltic
Ports Organization and hosted by the Port of Trelleborg, focused
on topics related to the future of the port industry. The changing
political landscape, regulations, trends in the shipping and port
sector, as well as digitalization all made an appearance on the day’s
agenda.

A discussion panel moderated by Lauri Ojala, Professor of Logistics at
the Turku School of Economics, examined the implications of mega and
regional trends in port industry. Fast technological progress, shifts in global
economic power, demographic and social change, climate change and
resource scarcity as well as rapid urbanization were some of the aspects
influencing the trends in port development.

Oleg Dekthyar, Deputy General for Commercial Affairs at the Sea Com-
mercial Port of Ust-Luga, and Thomas Gylling, Head of Marketing for Port
Solutions at Konecranes, also mentioned the need to match volume dy-
namics and space restrictions due to ports’ usual location near cities as ad-
ditional aspects influencing port development. It also has to be considered
that different trends apply to different kind of ports, based on their size,
geographical location and type of cargo handled.

Future and digitalization go hand in hand. Advancements made in this
area are set to have an enormous impact on the port industry. Ports need
to not only identify the technology that matches their own unique digital
development strategy, but also figure out how to properly implement it.
Although digitalization is vital to the further evolution of the port industry,
it does not remain without risks. Cybersecurity needs to be considered in-
dispensable when taking steps into this new field.

Indra Vonck, senior port expert at Deloitte, stated the necessity to not
only innovate, but innovate in the right way. The need for the port and
shipping industry to innovate is driven by pressure and structural changes
with digital extending the range of innovation possibilities as OT and IT
converge. This enables digital to provide opportunities across the entire
value chain.

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The topic of digitalization has been expanded upon by Hendrik Roreger,
Head of Business Intelligence at the Port of Hamburg Authority. He shared
with the audience three fields of action for digital seaports - digital en-
hancement of infrastructure, building of data infrastructure and establish-
ment of digital culture.

Change does not only affect technological and economical aspects of
port development. The political landscape across the Baltic and Europe is
alsoin constant flux. In his keynote speech, Bo Petersson, Professor of Politi-
cal Science & IMER at the Malmo University, stressed the role of Europe as a
beacon for uncontested and untainted core values of the EU, especially in
these times, characterized by severe pressure under which liberal democ-
racy finds itself.

Brian Simpson, the European Coordinator for the Motorways of the Sea
programme, explained its recent status and plans for the future, while Kon-
stantinos Rigas, representing Ports & Inland Navigation Unit at the Euro-
pean Commission, provided an overview of the implementation process
of port regulations.

Baltic environmental standards

After taking a closer look at the future of the port industry, the confer-
ence shifted its focus to the environmental side of things. The participants
had the chance to explore the vast experience the Baltic Sea region has in
the area of sustainability and its willingness to share this knowledge with
others.

Over the years, the Baltic ports and shipping lines implemented, with great
success, a broad range of technological and managerial solutions in order to

comply with various environmental regulations active in the region.

Participants of the discussion panel, dedicated to the topic of exporting
of Baltic environmental standards, took a closer look at the possibilities for
synergies between different approaches to environmental compliance.

The panel, featuring Ditte Folke Henriksen, Head of Section at the Danish
Maritime Authority, Poul Woodall, Director for Environment and Sustain-
ability at DFDS A/S, UIf Siwe from the STM Validation project and Gert Ner-
gaard, Manager Strategy & Planning at the Copenhagen Malmé Port, at-
tracted many voices from the audience. Tommy Halen, stepping down from
his position as the Managing Director at the Port of Trelleborg, summed up
the discussion, saying that “it is important that ports are the frontrunners”
and the first to take steps towards a green future instead of waiting for the
authorities.

Baltic Sea region’s long standing tradition of innovation has been further
explored in a special panel showcasing some of the most interesting pro-
jects, recently garnering a lot of attention and additionally underscoring
the breadth of experience it has to offer.

This year also saw a slightly different approach to the development of
the maritime transport industry, as Mia Rolf, CEO at Ideon Science Park,
talked about the single, most important force behind every successful
business - creativity. The port industry faces times of dynamic change,
rapid evolution and unrestrained innovation. It needs to carefully define
its challenges, since creativity and creating something new does not come
without costs.

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“Sankt Martin” Could Have
Shone by Becoming the
Second Macron

At the end of the year representatives of the German-
Baltic Chamber of Commerce (AHK) shared their insights

on the political situation after the recently concluded
German elections and German-Lithuanian relations.

“In order to enjoy the title of “Sankt Martin” and the effect of the sav-
iour and messiah of Germany, used by the public in the heat of the elec-
tions, he should have focused more attention on Europe” said Arnoldas
Pranckevicius, former advisor of Martin Schulz in the European Parliament,
during the meeting of the German-Baltic Chamber of Commerce. The head
of the Representation of the European Commission in Lithuania also added
that the election results in Germany were largely influenced by external fac-
tors as well.

He said that the major reason was the tangible stability of Angela Merkel’s
lead, which had proven especially valuable after the political turmoil, caused
by the Brexit and Trump being elected as the U.S. president.

Martin Schulz, the man nicknamed as the “Sankt Martin”, who had an op-
portunity to push Angela Merkel out of her throne after almost 12 years of
reign, bringing a wave of fresh ideas that could have reinvigorated the politi-
cal landscape, turned out to be too old-fashioned, carrying the nimbus of a
messiah like a trivial trick, wrote Kate Connolly, analyst at The Guardian and
Observer’s Berlin.

“Television debates did not reveal Martin Schulz as an interesting alter-
native among other candidates, but rather as someone undistinguishable,
except, maybe, for his beard. Those, who wanted change, voted for the Al-
ternative for Germany party. Economically strong Germany was the current
Chancellor’s advantage.

As a former Mayor of Wiirselen, Martin Schulz was mostly relying on
his political experience as a mayor, instead of promoting his “impressive
leadership qualities” as the President of the European Parliament. Schulz
failed to use his opportunity to become the second Macron by focusing on
topics currently relevant to Europe, said the Lithuanian political analyst.
According to A. Pranckevicius, the election results only reaffirm the weak-
ening role of the social democrats. One of the reasons why they simply “did
not have a chance to win” the Parliamentary elections was that they didn’t
offer any solutions to the migration issues. Pranckevicius believes that the
party needs new leadership. He appreciated the work of the Social Demo-
cratic Party of Germany in the opposition, although it was “a loss of the
grand coalition and, at the same time, Angela Merkel”.

All in all, “German elections didn’t show anything new, since the country
became a victim of the same influential forces, just like in many other coun-
tries. Lithuania saw the same situation two years ago as well.” emphasized A.
Pranckevicius.

The elections of the new German Government, which will, undoubtedly,
follow pro-European values, will bring little changes to the German-Lithu-
anian relations with Germany remaining a reliable partner of safety and eco-
nomic cooperation.

Pranckevicius refers to the Lithuanian membership in the European Un-
ion as a “success story’, especially compared to the non-EU countries, such
as Ukraine. “Being a small country, we belong to the best club, at the same
time being able to act as a donor-country in the context of eastern partner-
ship” stated the Head of the Representation of the European Commission
in Lithuania.

Here they are welcomed by the master of the
yard himself - Vytautas Varasimavicius, founder
and board chairman of TL Nika Group, which has
been operating in Kazakhstan for already two
decades. Mr Varasimavicius is the mind behind
the bold idea to establish the Lithuanian Yard in
Kazakhstan and the implementer of this project,
doing many of the works by himself, being the
tireless dreamer, idealist and restless fighter, as
he is.

The 21st century began with global confron-
tation.

The new business and culture centre
was also visited by the bikers of Karaganda, who
came here on their roaring steel horses in the eve
of the celebration to meet their colleagues and
friends from Lithuania that have taken a detour
off their route around the world, which has been
taking over a year now.

Beat Paintin

The MA*GA Museum in Gallarate
is hosting a major exhibition

of paintings and drawings by
Jack Kerouac, one of the literary
icons of the 20th century, from 3
December 2017 to 22 April 2018.
With eighty paintings and
drawings, the exhibition reveals
a side of the father of the Beat
Generation that has never been
really explored before.

Added interest and depth are
created by photographs by
Robert Frank and Ettore Sottsass,
historical documents, a project
by Peter Greenaway, and an
interview with Arnaldo Pomodoro
published in the catalogue that

recalls his experiences at Stanford
University, California, in 1966.

Curated by Sandrina Bandera, Alessandro Cas-
tiglioni, and Emma Zanella, the exhibition has
been organised by the MA*GA Museum and the
city of the Gallarate with support from Ricola, the
Heritage Art Foundation, and Fondazione Cari-
plo, as well as in collaboration with Rivellino LDV
in the Swiss town of Locarno.

Entitled Kerouac. Beat Painting, the exhibition
features eighty paintings and drawings, most of
which have never before been displayed in Italy,
which shed a completely new light on the artistic
activities of the father of the Beat Generation. A
special focus is given to analysing his labyrinthic
creative process and his relationships with tra-
ditional American visual culture, and with other
Beat movement authors from Allen Ginsberg to
William Burroughs, as well as the masters of Art
Informel and the New York School with whom

Kerouac started hanging out in the latter half of
the 1950s.

The strength of these works lies above all in the
comprehensive identity that Kerouac managed
to squeeze into life, literary works, and every
other creative form of expression, such as music,
singing, poetry, and film.

This is a unique opportunity to admire Kerou-
ac’s works which until now had only been exhib-
ited in a handful of select museums, such as the
Whitney Museum of American Art in New York,
the Pompidou Centre in Paris, and the ZKM in
Karlsruhe. For decades the works had remained
in Kerouac's hometown of Lowell, Massachusetts,
as they had been inherited by Kerouac’s brother-
in-law John Sampas, before being passed on to
a series of private collectors under the aegis of
Rivellino LDV in the Swiss town of Locarno.

Visitors are taken on a journey through differ-
ent nuclei that develop reflections interweaving
Kerouac’s life with his poetics using everything
from portraits of famous figures, such as Joan
Crawford, Truman Capote, Dody Muller or Car-
dinal Montini, to references to the beat culture
from Robert Frank to William S. Burroughs.

The exhibition also explores Kerouac’s rela-
tionship with Italy through a selection of photo-
graphs taken by Robert Frank and by Ettore Sott-
sass of his wife Fernanda Pivano, Allen Ginsberg
and Kerouac, and is lent even greater depth by a
new project about Kerouac by Peter Greenaway.

The catalog of the exhibitions Kerouac. Beat
Painting opens with an exceptional tribute to
Jack Kerouac: a previously unpublished work by
Peter Greenaway, dedicated to the book On The
Road. Through a series of sketches, storyboards
and writings, the British artist and director is
working on a new project: building a traveling
video projection featuring the On the Road car.
The latter becomes a set and projection site for
a video that reinterprets Kerouac’s journey, mov-
ing on a sort of imaginary circuit between the
places in the wonderful story.

The cultural horizons of the event are broad-
ened by a special video section featuring the
screening of an interview of Jack Kerouac by
Fernanda Pivano, courtesy of Rai Teche, and Pull
My Daisy, the short film (30 minutes), adapted by
Kerouac and directed by Robert Frank and Alfred
Leslie, that featured some of the leading lights
from the Beat Generation, such as Allen Ginsberg
and Gregory Corso.

Considered one of the founders of the Beat
Generation, Jack Kerouac represented the liter-
ary and artistic movement that began to shake
up and scandalise the values of American society
towards the end of the 1940s and then moved on
to Europe, where his works spread quickly and
were translated almost immediately. For the mid-
dle classes that had created solid foundations for
post-war renewal, Kerouac was a progenitor of
cultural and sexual liberation and a new lifestyle
model that would eventually result in a revolu-
tion by the younger generation in the 1960s.

Rejecting the technological ideals of the post-
war period, the Beat movement and the group
of Kerouac, Ginsberg, Owen, and Ferlinghetti
championed new, almost tribal, and spontane-
ous ethics which were later incorporated into the
hippie movement as people opposed the war in
Vietnam and enjoyed ‘Three Days of Peace & Mu-
sic’at Woodstock.

In addition to being an important exhibition,
Kerouac. Beat Painting also introduces a particu-
larly significant technical publication produced
by Skira, which takes a comprehensive look at
Kerouac’s paintings.

The book opens with an essay by Sandrina
Bandera about the sources and relationships
with the history of Europe in the artist’s growth
and learning. The second part of the catalogue
is dedicated to the importance of the religious
aspect ranging from Catholic traditions to the
Buddhist culture in Kerouac’s work, which is
primarily examined by a critical contribution by
Stefania Benini.

These are followed by several essays about the
different aspects of the Beat culture: Franco Buf-
foni studies the history and relationships with
Italian culture and contemporary trends, Virginia
Hill takes a closer look at the connections with
1960s fashion, and Enrico Camporesi discusses
cinema and sound.

The fourth section, which is introduced by
Francesco Tedeschi, deals in greater depth with
the connections between Kerouac and the artis-
tic culture in New York between the late 1950s
and the early 1960s: from abstract expressionism
to jazz.

The book wraps up with an account about the
Beat Generation from Arnaldo Pomodoro, which
was recorded by Ada Masoero, and a biography
of Jack Kerouac by Stefania Benini from Saint
Joseph's University, Philadelphia, that explores
the parallels between the events in Kerouac’s life
and the major historical and cultural events that
touched and rocked America and Europe.
